Location and Scope of Project  

INVESTMENT COST (EST) 

Å The investment cost for the New Airport was 
estimated IDR 3.7 trillion (phase 1 only). 

 

Å Estimate for total phases IDR 8.1 trillion. 

 

Major physical activities.  

 

Å Field clearance, involving stripping work of land 
preparation, elongation of runway, and building of 
new taxiway and apron; Land excavation and 
heaping works;

LOCATION 

The project proposes implementation of a West Java 
International Gateway for passenger and cargo air 
traffic, reducing the strain on the Soekarno-Hatta 
airport.  

 

To  build high standard and better access to the 
airport site  for 7-12 million passengers and 
projected to be developed to accommodate 21 
million passenger by 2025.
